Commentary on Psalm 85

Our Heart IsMadefor God



Acknowledge your blessings. Praise him who made you, love him who redeemed you. Fear him as your
Creator, love him as your Father; fear him as your Lord, love him as your God. Do not |et the passing things of
this earth lead your heart away from the love of God, who is eternal. What do you prefer, my brethren — that
which passes away, or that which remains? The world passes away in itslusts, and al the pride of the eyes;

but he who does the will of God abides forever. What does it mean to do the will of God? To love one another.
Thisis his commandment, that we love one another as he has loved us. This love does not grow cold; this
love, though tested by tribulation, is purified. When you love gold you fear to lose it. When you love God, you

fear rather to lose him by loving anything more. And yet, if you truly love him, you will not lose anything; you

will gain all things, for all things are his, and he gives himself to those who love him.
