The Dialogue, Chapter 1

The Soul's Petition

to know better God's goodness toward her, since upon knowledge follows love. And loving, she seeksto
pursue truth and clothe herself in it. But thereis no way she can so savor and be enlightened by thistruth asin
continual humble prayer, grounded in the knowledge of herself and of God. For by such prayer the soul is
united with God, following in the footsteps of Christ crucified, and through desire and affection and the union
of love he makes of her another himself. So Christ implies when he says: If you love me and keep my
commandments, | will show myself to you, and you will be one thing with me and | with you. So in many of
her prayers this soul sought, with holy longing in the presence of God, to know herself and to know the truth
of God.
