Saint Bernard of Clairvaux
Sermon 5 on Advent

Three Comingsof theLord

We know that there are three comings of the Lord. The third lies between the other two. It isinvisible, while
the other two are visible. In the first coming he was seen on earth, dwelling among men. In the final coming all
flesh shall see the salvation of our God, and they shall look on him whom they have pierced. The intermediate
coming isahidden one; in it only the elect see the Lord within their own selves, and they are saved. In hisfirst
coming our Lord camein our flesh and in our weakness; in this middle coming he comesin spirit and in
power; in the final coming he will be seen in glory and majesty. Because this coming lies between the other
two, it islike aroad on which we travel from the first coming to the last. In the first, Christ was our
redemption; in the last, he will appear as our life; in this middle coming, he is our rest and consolation. Do not
think that what we say of this middle coming is our own invention; listen to what our Lord himself says: If

anyone loves me, he will keep my word, and my Father will love him, and we will come to him.

CONCLUDING PRAYER

Lord, aswe await your Son's coming, open our earsto the prophetic word that prepared the way. May these

readings deepen our Advent longing; through Jesus Christ our Lord. Amen.
