Saint John Chrysostom
Catechetical Sermon on Easter

The Easter Invitation

If any man be devout and loves God, let him enjoy this fair and radiant triumphal feast. If any man be awise
servant, let him rejoicing enter into the joy of his Lord. If any have labored long in fasting, let him now receive
his recompense. If any have wrought from the first hour, let him today receive hisjust reward. If any have
come at the third hour, let him with thankfulness keep the feast. If any have arrived at the sixth hour, let him
have no misgivings; because he shall in no wise be deprived therefor. If any have delayed until the ninth hour,
let him draw near, fearing nothing. And if any have tarried even until the eleventh hour, et him, also, be not
alarmed at histardiness; for the Lord, who is jealous of his honor, will accept the last even as the first. He
gives rest unto him who comes at the eleventh hour, even as unto him who has wrought from the first hour.
And he shows mercy upon the last, and cares for the first; and to the one he gives, and upon the other he
bestows gifts. For the Lord receives the acts of service, and iswell pleased with the intention, and honors the
deed, and praises the offering. Wherefore, enter you all into the joy of your Lord; and receive your reward,

both the first, and likewise the second.

Open the scriptures to us also,
that our hearts may burn within us as we hear your word; who lives and reigns with the Father and the Holy
