Let those who seek my soul be confounded and ashamed; let those who consider evils for me be turned back and be

confounded.

Let them be like dust before the wind, and the Angel of the Lord afflicting them.

Let their way become dark and slippery, and the Angel of the Lord pursuing them.

For without cause they have hidden their snare for me unto destruction; without cause they have reproached my

soul.

Let the snare he has not seen come upon him, and let the trap he has hidden catch him; and let him fall into that

snare.
