Give ear, O my people, to my law; incline your ears to the words of my mouth.

I will open my mouth in parables; | will speak of things hidden from the beginning.

How many things have we heard and known, and our fathers have told us!

They were not hidden from their sons, in another generation.

Declaring the praises of the Lord and his powers and his wonders, which he has done.

And he established a testimony in Jacob and appointed alaw in Israel.

How many things he commanded our fathers, that they should make these known to their sons,

so that another generation might know them, the sons who will be born and who will rise up and declare them to

their sons.

So that they might set their hope in God, and not forget the works of God, and seek his commandments.
That they may not become like their fathers, a perverse and exasperating generation,
ageneration that does not set its heart aright and whose spirit is not faithful to God.

The sons of Ephraim, who bend and shoot the bow, were turned back in the day of battle.
They kept not the covenant of God, and refused to walk in his law.

And they forgot his benefits and his wonders, which he showed them.

He did wonders before their fathers, in the land of Egypt, in the field of Tanis.

He divided the sea and led them through, and he made the waters stand up asif in avessal.
And he led them with a cloud by day, and al the night with alight of fire.

He broke the rock in the desert, and gave them to drink, asif from the great deep.

He brought forth water from the rock, and he led forth waters asiif rivers.

And they continued to sin against him; in the desert they provoked the Most High to wrath.
And they tempted God in their hearts, by asking for food according to their desires.

And they spokeill of God; they said: "Can God provide atable in the wilderness?'

For he struck the rock and waters flowed and the streams overflowed.

"Can he also give bread, or provide atable for his people?'

Therefore, the Lord heard and was angered; and fire was kindled against Jacob, and wrath came up against Israel.
For they did not believe in God and did not trust in his salvation.

And he commanded the clouds from above and opened the gates of heaven.

And he rained down manna upon them to eat, and he gave them the bread of heaven.

When he slew them, then they sought him; and they returned and came to him early in the morning.

And they remembered that God was their helper and the Most High God their redeemer.

And they loved him with their mouth and with their tongue they lied to him.

But their heart was not right with him; nor were they faithful in his covenant.

But heis merciful and will forgive their sins and will not destroy them.

And many times he turned away his anger; and he did not kindle all hiswrath.

And he remembered that they are flesh: a passing wind that does not return.

How often did they provoke him in the desert and move him to wrath in the place without water?

And they turned back and tempted God, and they provoked the Holy One of Isragl.

They remembered not his hand in the day that he redeemed them from the hand of the one who afflicted them.
How he placed his signsin Egypt and hiswondersin the field of Tanis.

And he turned their riversinto blood, and their showers, so that they could not drink.

He sent among them the dog-fly, and it devoured them; and the frog, and it destroyed them.

And he gave their fruits to the mildew, and their labors to the locust.

And hekilled their vines with hail and their sycamores with severe frost.

And he delivered their cattle to the hail, and their livestock to fire.

He sent upon them the wrath of hisindignation, indignation and wrath and tribulation, sent by evil angels.
He cleared a path for his wrath; he did not spare their souls from death, and he enclosed their cattle in death.
And he struck every firstborn in the land of Egypt, the first fruits of all their Iabor in the tabernacles of Ham.
And he removed his people like sheep, and led them like aflock in the desert.

And he led them out in hope, and they did not fear; and the sea covered their enemies.

And he brought them into the mountain of his sanctification, the mountain which his right hand had acquired.
And he expelled the Gentiles before them, and divided their land to them by line.

And he settled the tribes of Israel in their tabernacles.

But they tempted and provoked the Most High God, and they did not keep his testimonies.

And they turned away and did not keep the covenant, just like their fathers; they were turned like a crooked bow.

God heard and despised them, and he reduced Israel greatly to nothing.

And he rejected the tabernacle in Shiloh, his tabernacle where he had dwelt among men.

And he delivered their strength into captivity and their beauty into the hands of the enemy.

And he enclosed his people in the sword, and he despised his inheritance.

Fire consumed their young men, and their virgins were not mourned.

Their priestsfell by the sword, and their widows did not mourn.

And the Lord awoke as if out of sleep, and like a powerful man flushed with wine.

And he struck his enemies from behind; he put them to everlasting shame.

And he rejected the tabernacle of Joseph, and he did not choose the tribe of Ephraim.

But he chose the tribe of Judah, mount Zion which he loved.

And he built his sanctuary like a single-horned beast, like the earth which he founded forever.
And he chose his servant David and took him from the flocks of sheep; he brought him from following the ewes
great with young.

Saint Gregory of Nazianzus
Oration 45, On Pascha

Yesterday | Was Crucified With Him



Y esterday | was crucified with him; today | am glorified with him. Y esterday | died with him; today | am
quickened with him. Y esterday | was buried with him; today | rise with him. Let us offer ourselves to him who
suffered and rose again for us. Let us become divine for his sake, since for us he became man. He assumed the
worse that he might give us the better; he became poor that we through his poverty might be rich; he took
upon himself the form of a servant that we might receive back our liberty; he came down that we might be
exalted; he was tempted that we might conquer; he was dishonored that he might glorify us; he died that he
might save us; he ascended that he might draw to himself us, who were lying low in the fall of sin. Let usgive
all, offer al, to him who gave himself aransom and reconciliation for us. But nothing can equal the grace. For
this reason and for us, the Second Adam sat down in heaven. He is far better and higher than the first. So let us
keep Easter, then, not as afestival of the flesh, but as afestival of the spirit.
