Alleluia: Our Song and Our Life

We are keeping the feast of Alleluia. What does Alleluia mean? Praise be to God. Now what ought we to say
here but Alleluia? But we sing it here for atime; there we shall sing it for eternity. There are those who ask,
what will our occupation bein that life of heaven? | dare to say: nothing other than Alleluia. No, that is not
nothing! Let me say plainly: we shall see God; we shall love God; we shall praise God. Thisis the meaning of
Alleluia. We shall praise without wearying; we shall love without withdrawing; we shall behold without
turning away. God will be seen, God will be loved, God will be praised — thisis our whole life, our whole
desire, our whole joy, our whole hope. To praise God and see his face, to love him who made us and saved us
— thisis what we have been made for. So let the Alleluia of this Easter time teach our lips what our hearts

will one day know forever.
