Saint Gregory of Nazianzus

Oration 38, On the Theophany

Christ Is Born

Christ is born, glorify him. Christ comes from heaven, go and meet him. Christ descends to earth, let us be

raised. Let all the world sing to the Lord; let the heavens rejoice and let the earth be glad for his sake who was

first in heaven and is now on earth. Christ is here in the flesh, let us exult with trembling and with joy: with

trembling because of our sins, with joy because of our hope. Once again the darkness is dispersed; once again

light is created. Let the people who sat in the darkness of ignorance now see the great light of full knowledge.

The old things are passed away; behold, all things are become new. The letter gives way, the spirit gains the

ascendancy. The shadows flee away, the truth comes in upon them. Christs is born of a virgin. O great

wonder! The creator of time enters into time. He, who is without beginning, begins. He becomes what he was

not, while remaining still what he was. This is the mystery of the Nativity.
