Saint Gregory of Nyssa
On the Resurrection of Christ

The Power of the Resurrection

The resurrection istruly a great thing, great and marvellous beyond description. Y et we see it take place
around us every day. When does the night not die and the day rise? What is the night but the death of the day?
And when does the day not rise from the night? The resurrection of the day from the night is afigure of the
resurrection of the living from the dead. Watch the seed: it falls to the earth like a corpse; it is buried; the
winter isitstomb. Then in spring it rises and puts on its garments. This teaches the mystery of the resurrection
to those who have understanding. Watch the trees: they put off their leaves as the dead put off their bodies;
then they are clothed again in spring with the garment of leaves. All of nature teaches us one lesson: what
appears to die rises again. How much more then shall the human person, made in the image of God, who has

Christ as the firstfruits of the resurrection, rise to new and immortal life at the last day!
