Saint Gregory of Nazianzus

Oration 45, On Pascha

Yesterday I Was Crucified With Him



Yesterday I was crucified with him; today I am glorified with him. Yesterday I died with him; today I am

quickened with him. Yesterday I was buried with him; today I rise with him. Let us offer ourselves to him who

suffered and rose again for us. Let us become divine for his sake, since for us he became man. He assumed the

worse that he might give us the better; he became poor that we through his poverty might be rich; he took

upon himself the form of a servant that we might receive back our liberty; he came down that we might be

exalted; he was tempted that we might conquer; he was dishonored that he might glorify us; he died that he

might save us; he ascended that he might draw to himself us, who were lying low in the fall of sin. Let us give

all, offer all, to him who gave himself a ransom and reconciliation for us. But nothing can equal the grace. For

this reason and for us, the Second Adam sat down in heaven. He is far better and higher than the first. So let us

keep Easter, then, not as a festival of the flesh, but as a festival of the spirit.
