The older | grow, the more clearly | perceive the dignity and the winning beauty of simplicity in thought,
conduct, and expression. | distrust all self-seeking motives, all cunning, and al vanity. | try to be wholly at
God's disposal, with no desires and no special preferences of my own, content with everything, as regards
persons, places, and circumstances. What | mean by simplicity is not naivety but the singleness of eye which
the Lord speaks of in the Gospel. It isthat holy simplicity which isthe fruit of self-knowledge and of trustful
surrender to God. It is not the simplicity of those who never think deeply, but of those who have thought
deeply and have learned, through prayer and suffering and love, that there is only one thing necessary, and that
isto do the will of God. Blessed are the simple in this sense: they see God in all things, and al thingsin God,
and they are at peace.
