Saint Basil the Great
On Fasting, Sermon 1

Fasting Practiced Since the Beginning

Fasting was established in paradise. The first commandment was given to Adam: Y ou shall not eat. This not
eating isafast of sorts, arestraint from pleasure for the good of the soul. Had Eve fasted from the forbidden
fruit, we would not now have need of thisfast of ours. Those who are ill use medicine because they did not
keep a healthy regimen to begin with. Likewise we undertake fasting as a medicine, because we have not
observed the fast in paradise. Fasting is the angel's food,; it is the nourishment of immortality; it is the renewal
of the soul. Fasting did not die with Moses or with Elijah; the one fasted forty days, the other forty days also.
When the time was fulfilled, the Lord himself fasted forty days, not because he needed it, but to instruct us and
leave us an example. Let us then imitate him with reverence and earnestness. Let us give our bodies the

discipline they need, our souls the freedom they desire.
