Grant me, Lord, to know and
understand which of these two is the first: to call on you or to praise you; and, again, first to know you or to
call on you. But who calls on you when he does not know you? For, not knowing you, he might call on
another instead of you.

And those who seek the
Lord shall praise him: for those who seek shall find him, and those who find shall praise him. | will seek you,
Lord, and call upon your name. And if | am wrong in what | seek, do you, Lord, correct me; if | am right, grant
me what | seek. For you yourself are my life, my light, my strength, my food, my rest, my joy, my al. | will
seek you, and my seeking shall be to you, O Lord, aprayer; for you call on us to seek you.
