An Admonition to the Brothers

Let us therefore hold onto the words, the life and the teaching and the Holy Gospel of our Lord Jesus Christ,
who deigned to ask the Father for us that we be consecrated in truth, saying: Holy Father, consecrate in your
truth those whom you have given me in the world.
