The Sun of Justice



A holy day dawns for us on which our Lord isborn. It iscaled in holy scripture the day of the Lord because
God, the creator of al days, has made it his own day in a special way. On this day Christ is born and holy
church exults because the Sun of Justice has arisen. There is good reason to call Christ the Sun. The visible
sun illumines the world; this Sun illumines the heart. The one maintains the order of the seasons; this one
gives order to the life of the soul. The one appears and then sets; this one, once he has risen in the faithful
heart, never sets. So it isthat this Sun, in rising, filled the whole world with his light. Before his coming,
everything was covered with the shadows of the old sin and all lay under the darkness of error. But now that
the Light of the world has been born, we who were darkness have become light in the Lord, and we who were

blind have received sight by our faith in him.
