Ant. This is the day the Lord has made; let us be glad and rejoice in it. Alleluia.

THE CANTICLE OF ZECHARIAH (BENEDICTUS) (LUKE 1:68–79)

Blessed is the Lord, the God of Israel, because he has visited and accomplished the redemption of his people.

And he has raised up a horn of salvation for us in the house of David his servant.

As he spoke through the mouth of his holy prophets, those who have been from the beginning:

For ourselves, that we may live as Easter people, bringing the good news of new life to those

around us: we pray to you, O Lord.

Lord, hear us. Alleluia.

THE LORD'S PRAYER

Let us pray as the Lord himself has taught us:

Our Father, who art in heaven,

hallowed be thy name;

thy kingdom come,

thy will be done

on earth as it is in heaven.

Give us this day our daily bread,

and forgive us our trespasses

as we forgive those who trespass against us;

but deliver us from evil.
