Alleluia: Our Song and Our Life

This is the meaning of

Alleluia. We shall praise without wearying; we shall love without withdrawing; we shall behold without

turning away. God will be seen, God will be loved, God will be praised — this is our whole life, our whole

desire, our whole joy, our whole hope. To praise God and see his face, to love him who made us and saved us

— this is what we have been made for. So let the Alleluia of this Easter time teach our lips what our hearts

will one day know forever.
