The Contemplation of God in Creation

The contemplation of creatures |eads to knowledge of the Creator. For the invisible things of God are known
through the things that are made. When the soul, recollected in itself, surveys creation with intelligence and
understanding, it rises, step by step, to the knowledge and love of the Creator. The beauty of visible things —
of sky and earth, of light and color, of form and movement — points beyond itself to the one who made it
beautiful. The order of the universe — the movements of the stars, the cycles of nature, the harmony of
creation — points to the one who established that order. The goodness of creatures — the goodness of food
and friendship, of music and art, of love and truth — points to the one who is Goodness itself. Therefore let
the Christian soul be attentive to the world around it, not with the grasping attention of one who wants to
possess it, but with the grateful attention of one who sees through it to God. Let creation be for you a school of

contemplation, an occasion for wonder, and a staircase leading upward to the one who made al things good.
